GUIDANCE FOR ONLINE APPLICATION PROCEDURE FOR EXCHANGE PROGRAMME (INCOMING) 



MARCH-JULY


You will receive an email with a link to make your application. Make sure you choose the correct link depending on whether you have been nominated for one semester (autumn or Spring – there are separate links – or for the full year – again, a separate link.) When you click that link you will see this page: (see below). 
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For new applications you should choose ‘No’ on this option, which will allow you to create a Cardiff University account and begin your application. If you made an application last year but then did not come because of Covid, you need to choose ‘Yes’ as you will retain the same student number.



Please note: You must upload a picture of your passport. An ID card from an EU country is no longer acceptable.
STUDENTS COMING FROM EU PARTNERS: you need to upload a copy of your Year 1 transcript of records from your home university, as evidence of your English language level.
STUDENTS COMING FROM JAPAN, CHINA and other NON-EU partners: you need to upload your IELTS certificate as evidence of your English language level.

· A student record is created once a student sets up an account on the on-line system.

· Decision is made by Cardiff School of Modern Languages.

· Cardiff University Registry (REGIS) sends an unconditional offer email to student
within 5 weeks of the submission date. Please do not make another application during this time, at busy periods for Registry it may take a bit longer. If you are concerned that you haven’t heard from Registry, please email me on mlang-exchange@cardiff.ac.uk

· Student is given access to portal where they accept the unconditional offer (student
number, username and password). Please make sure you formally accept the offer, otherwise this will cause problems when you come to enrol.

· All students now require a visa – EU students coming for one semester only who will be here for 6 months or less, have the choice to apply and pay for a visa in advance, (called a ‘Standard Visitor’ visa) or obtain free entry clearance at the UK border. “Entry clearance” is another term for visa – entry is only cleared at the border when entering the UK, where they may be asked further questions on their time in the UK.

· EU students coming for the whole year will need to apply and pay for the visa in advance. This visa is called a ‘Student’ visa. Students coming from Japan and China will also need to apply and pay for this type of visa. · Registry sends details about accommodation applications to students.

AUGUST TO SEPTEMBER

· Allocation of accommodation. Students must confirm acceptance of offer of
accommodation within 10 days. It is important that students tell Residences Office of
their contact address during the summer.

SEPTEMBER
· REGIS sends enrolment information via email to student.

· Students arrive in Cardiff mid-September and attend the Induction Events for Exchange students
(information will be sent to students over the summer)
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
